PROCEDURE:  FINE ARTS SCHOLARSHIPS
Students who are awarded Fine Arts Scholarships must meet the following terms and conditions:

I.
Satisfy admission requirements to St. Petersburg College, as well as meet the eligibility requirements of the Florida Community College Activities Association (FCCAA), if applicable.

II.
Fulfill the eligibility criteria and expectations established for the specific program.  Programs may include Dance, Digital Media, MIRA, Music (including Band and Chorus), Theater, and Visual Art.  Programs may be added or removed as needed.
A.
Scholarship Eligibility Criteria and Expectations
1.
Criteria for Eligibility

a. High school graduate or an equivalent diploma.  Dual-enrolled students will be considered on a case-by-case basis.
b. Initial receipt and renewal of the scholarship require a 3.0 Program or Cumulative 3.0.
c. Must be considered a degree-seeking student.
d. Must enroll in at least 6 semester hours each term.
e. Must be enrolled in at least one course applicable to the student’s award program.  Programs are listed above.
2.
Expectation of Student

a.
Maintain a high level of performance.

b.
Must be a participant in program activities.

Operating Guidelines for Fine Arts Scholarship
I.
Allocation and Amount
Funds are awarded from Financial Aid Fees collected by the institution.  Funds are subject to requirements of the Florida Statutes regarding Financial Aid Fees.  The allocation amount is determined each academic year by the Associate Vice Presidents of Financial Assistance Services and Accounting Business & Financial Services.  The Dean of Humanities & Fine Arts will determine individual program allocations.  However, at no time can the total amount awarded exceed the designated funding level.  

II.
Distribution of Scholarships
A.
Scholarships will be awarded based on need of the humanities and fine arts department.

B.
Up to half of the scholarships will be awarded to first year students.

C.
Scholarships awarded to first year students are renewable upon meeting the conditions of the scholarships.

D.
Award amounts are determined by the Department Chair or his or her designee based on the student’s qualifications.

E.
Scholarships can be awarded to cover any portion of a student’s Cost of Attendance.

III.
Selection Process

A.
Student applies through the Humanities and Fine Arts department.

B.
Applicants and/or applicant’s portfolio must be evaluated and/or auditioned by appropriate department personnel.
C. 
Selected recipients must be approved by the Dean of Humanities and Fine Arts.
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
