PROCEDURE:  STUDENT ORGANIZATIONS

I. Criteria for consideration of recognition of student organizations by the College administration shall be limited to submission of a statement of purpose, criteria for membership, name of organization, name of advisor, rules or procedures, and a current list of officers.  A membership list is not required except for initial chartering.


II.
The membership rules and actions of a student organization are determined only by those persons who are members of the College community.


III.
Affiliation with an extramural organization does not of itself disqualify a student organization from College recognition.


IV.
No request for chartering shall be granted to an organization which advocates violation of federal or state laws.


V.
Student organization advisors must be employed at the College as faculty, administrative and professional or career exempt staff.


VI.
Student organization advisors will advise organizations concerning College rules and the exercise of their responsibilities.


VII.
All student organization advisors must be approved by the Provost pursuant to equal access/equal opportunity guidelines. The Provosts’ decision is final.


VIII.
Student organizations will be disciplined in accordance with the BOT Rule on Student and Student Organizations Regulations, 6Hx23-4.33(2).

                     
 IX.  Any group (5-10) of interested students who desire to form an organization shall report to the administrative assistant for student activities for guidance in establishing such a formalized organization.  All organizations shall be represented at all Inter Club Council Meetings.
The students interested must list on prescribed forms the statement of purpose, the charter members, and the advisor.
The request for charter is presented to the student governing body.  The charter must include the College's anti-hazing policy.

The student governing body recommends the chartering of student organizations.

Final approval of all organizations rests with College administration.  The administrative assistant for student activities establishes club files on all official organizations and notifies campus deans of current and active clubs.

The administrative assistant shall also inform all organizations of "equal access and opportunity" and of College regulations.

The student governing body has the responsibility of reviewing the activities of all organizations and may recommend the revoking of a charter.

The College administration has the final authority to revoke any student charter for just cause.


X.   STUDENT ORGANIZATIONS: ADVISORS



Each advisor is requested to subscribe to the following:

A.
To advise, counsel, and serve as a resource person to the organization.

B.
To assist the organization in achieving its stated purpose.

C.
To be familiar with the College policies and regulations and with the constitution of the student governing body.

D.
To assist officers and members in becoming acquainted with the policies and regulations and with the constitution of the student governing body.

E.
To attend all scheduled meetings, social events, and activities.

F.
To assist in the planning of the organization's activities.

G.
To be aware, at all times, of the financial status of the organization.

This includes:

1.
Formulating the annual budget as well as budgets for all activities.

2.
Assisting the treasurer in proper accounting procedures.

3.
Assisting the organization in submitting necessary information to the student activities office.

H.
To contact administrative assistant for student activities on any questions or problems concerning the organization.

To attend any advisors' meetings.
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
