I.
Each student graduating with an associate degree from St. Petersburg College with a grade point  ratio of 3.3 or higher on all college work will receive a special notation on the diploma indicating graduation with honors.  


II.
There are two categories of "honors" for graduation.



A.
"High honors" is awarded when the student has earned a grade point average of 3.80 or higher on all St. Petersburg College work and, if the student has earned college credit elsewhere, has a combined grade point average on all college work of 3.80 or higher.



B.
"Honors" is awarded when the student has earned a grade point average of 3.30 or higher on all St. Petersburg College work and, if the student has earned college credit elsewhere, has a combined grade point average on all college work of 3.30 or higher.
