PROCEDURE: PRESIDENTIAL APPROVAL FOR COLLEGE ELECTIONS


Any election within the College involving staff or students requires the approval of the president or his designated or authorized appointee.


Once this approval has been acquired, an election process will be established to ensure a proper check on voters so that a voter votes only once and possesses the proper credentials.  This can be accomplished through the use of current staff and student rosters.


All polls shall be staffed with more than one person to insure objectivity and equity for all parties involved in an election.


Election ballots shall be counted by a committee.  Once ballots are counted, the committee will release the results immediately to interested parties.


If an election is determined to be very close, any candidate involved in the election may request and shall be granted a recount.


Elections authorized under Chapter 447, Florida Statues, shall be conducted in accordance with Florida Law.
