PROCEDURE:  INJURY TO STUDENTS OR VISITORS

All accidents involving injury to students or visitors while on College property shall be reported as follows:

Daytime-Monday through Friday, Security Supervisor in Charge and Provost Office/Center Administrator Office. 

Evenings-Monday through Friday, Security Supervisor in Charge and/or Security Dispatch will notify appropriate campus personnel and the collegewide Security Manager.

Daytime-Saturday through Sunday, Security Officer on duty and/or Dispatch.
An official Florida Community Colleges Risk Management Consortium (FCCRMC) Accident/Incident Report Form shall be filled out by the individual supervising the activity and forwarded to Risk Management for review.  Security will also send their campus security report.  Accidents to students in an employment capacity must be reported within 48 hours of occurrence to Risk Management and are subject to the provisions and reporting requirements in BOT Rule 6Hx23-2.31 relating to Workers’ Compensation.
