PROCEDURE:  APPLICATION FEE WAIVERS
Students who have limited financial resources may qualify to have the application fee waived. The fee will be waived if one of the following criteria is met:

· Student has received or is eligible to receive an ACT or SAT testing waiver

· Student is enrolled in or eligible to participate in the Federal Free or Reduced Lunch Program (FRLP)

· Student’s annual family income falls within the Eligibility Guidelines set by the USDA Food and Nutrition Service

· Student is enrolled in a federal, state or local program that aids students from low income families (e.g. TRIO programs such as Upward Bound)

· Student’s family receives public assistance

· Student lives in federally subsidized public housing, a foster home or is homeless

· Student is a ward of the state or an orphan

· Request for the waiver is made by high school principal, school counselor, financial aid officer or community individual who has knowledge of the family circumstances and believes the application fee would present a hardship
Supporting documentation must be submitted to the Office of Admissions & Records for verification and approval before the waiver is applied.
Any students who participates in SPC’s Dual Enrollment, Early Admissions or Early College programs or Collegiate High School at SPC and subsequently apply for postsecondary studies at SPC will have their application fee waived
Additionally, any student invited to a college recruitment event (e.g. Explore SPC) and submits their application during the event, will have their application fee waived if the event is advertised as including an application fee waiver.
