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PROCEDURE:  GRADUATION WITH HONORS 
I. The College gives special recognition to students who demonstrate outstanding academic performance while working toward an Associates or Bachelor’s degree. Honors distinction is based on the student’s final overall Cumulative GPA and will be shown on the student’s diploma and final academic transcript. Students pursuing a certificate are not eligible for honors distinction. 
For the purpose of determining honors, the overall Cumulative GPA will be truncated to two decimal places. It will not be rounded up.

II. Students participating in the College’s Honors program are eligible for an Honors Diploma or Honors Certificate when meeting the following requirements:
A. Honors Diploma

1. Earned a minimum 22 credit hours of honors- designated courses; AND

2. Maintained a cumulative GPA of 3.30 or higher in honors-designated courses; AND

3. Maintained an overall cumulative GPA of 3.50 or higher; AND

4. Completed one service-learning project and/or participated in one extra-curricular activity each semester.

B. Honors Certificate

1. Earned a minimum 16 credit hours of honors- designated courses; AND

2. Maintained a cumulative GPA of 3.30 or higher in honors-designated courses; AND

3. Maintained an overall cumulative GPA of 3.50 or higher; AND

4. Completed one service-learning project and/or participated in one extra-curricular activity each semester.
III. Recognition at Commencement
At Commencement, there are two categories for purposes of recognition.
A. High Honors

Associates and Bachelor’s degree candidates with a cumulative GPA of 3.70 or higher will be recognized for graduating with “high honors” and presented a double gold cord.

B. Honors

Associates degree candidate with a cumulative GPA of 3.30 – 3.69 and bachelor’s degree candidates with a cumulative GPA of 3.50 – 3.69 will be recognized for graduating with “honors” and presented a gold cord.
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
