PROCEDURE:  STUDENT PUBLICATIONS

The President, at his discretion, may delegate authority for general operational control of the student publications to a student publications board, the membership of which shall include students and faculty.  This operational control must in all cases uphold the following policies:


I.
The College is recognized as the publisher of all student publications and announcements paid from College accounts.


II.
Censorship, per se, of the student publications will not be exercised.  The editor of each such publication is responsible for insuring full compliance with all rules listed herein.  Failure to do so may result in removal from the position and/or individual disciplinary action.



A.
All material printed in a student publication, whether fiction or nonfiction, must reflect taste appropriate to a community college publication.



B.
Nonfictional material printed in a student publication must be factually correct and accurate, insofar as it is reasonably possible to make this determination.


III.
All financial transactions must be in keeping with all applicable state and local rules and regulations.



The cost of printing the student newspaper may be partly defrayed by the selling of advertising, authority for which is hereby given.  Students or other persons who are not full-time employees of the College selling advertising may be paid a commission for such services.  The percentage of commission paid and the procedures must be approved by the President.


IV.
Alleged violation of these rules and their related procedures may be referred to the student publications board.  After considering such cases, a board at its discretion may remove from office any member of a student publications staff.  A board is not empowered to administer disciplinary action against individual students, but it may recommend such action to the appropriate officials.
