PROCEDURE: ACQUISITION OF CONSTRUCTION AND BUILDING TRADES SERVICES FOR COLLEGE FACILITIES; CONTINUING CONTRACTS
I. This Procedure establishes a method for acquiring contracted construction and building trades services for the design and construction of new facilities and additions, remodeling renovation, maintenance, or repairs to existing facilities.

II. The project cost and type of construction, architectural and building trades services shall dictate the manner by which it is procured. 
The Board shall competitively solicit services using methods that include, but are not limited to, competitive bids, continuing contracts, and the selection of construction management services and design build firms as contemplated under Sections 1013.45 and 287.055 of the Florida Statutes, and the State Requirements for Educational Facilities (“SREF”), as may be amended from time to time.   The Associate Vice President of Facilities Planning and Institutional Services (Facilities) shall recommend when the acquisition of services is advisable and the method of acquisition. The procedure for acquiring construction management, design build, architectural, engineering, landscape architectural or surveying, and mapping professional services are delineated in the Board of Trustees’ Rules and Procedures, respectively, under Procedures P6Hx23-6.12, P6Hx23-6.13 and P6Hx23-6.08.  

Construction, architectural services and building trades services may also be acquired as set forth herein.
III. Construction projects with a total value up to the limits as set forth in the Florida Statutes for construction and building trades ($300,000 for construction, $75,000 for electrical), may include the selection of the lowest responsible bidder, selection of construction management services or design build firm, or prequalified contractors on continuing contract.  

IV. Projects utilizing construction, architectural and building trades services with a total project cost over $300,000, up to and including $4 million ($4,000,000), may be procured on a project specific competitive solicitation approved by the Board, or pursuant to the continuing contract of prequalified contractors and tradesmen approved by the Board.  
For purposes of this policy, a continuing contract is a contract for professional services whereby a competitively solicited firm provides professional services for projects in which the estimated cost of each individual project under the contract does not exceed $4 million, for study activity if the fee for professional services for each individual study under the contract does not exceed $500,000, or for work of a specified nature as outlined in the contract. Such contract may be for a fixed term up to three years, with an option of renewal annually. The continuing contract shall provide a termination clause, and contractors shall be prequalified and recertified on an annual basis as set forth herein, and in accordance with Section 4. of the State Requirements for Educational Facilities (“SREF”).
V. Contractors shall be prequalified for a specific project or an annual basis under continuing contract. The process for prequalifying construction contractors on continuing contract shall not be construed as to restrict competition, prevent the submission of a bid, or prohibit the consideration of a bid submitted by a prequalified contractor.  
A. Contractors shall be prequalified on the basis of the following criteria, and other criteria as may be determined appropriate: 
1. Proof that the contractor holds a contractor's license which authorizes the contractor to supervise the work within the scope of the construction project.
2. Evidence that the contractor has financial resources to start up and follow through on projects and to respond to damages in case of default as shown by written verification of bonding capacity equal to or exceeding the amount of any project for which the contractor seeks prequalification.  
3. Evidence of experience with construction techniques, trade standards, quality workmanship, project scheduling, cost control, management of projects, and building codes for similar or less cost or scope projects as shown by the successful completion within the past five (5) years of at least two (2) other projects of similar size.
4. Evidence of satisfactory resolution of claims filed by or against the contractor asserted on projects of the same or similar size within the five (5) years preceding the submission of the application. 
5. Type of work for which the contractor is licensed.
B. Criteria shall be interpreted as to allow the prequalification of any responsible contractor who meets such criteria, regardless of whether that responsible contractor is a resident or non-resident within the geographic area served by the Board.  
C. In its sole discretion, the Board or its designee shall issue a Certificate of Qualification valid for one (1) year on a continuing contract or for a specific project.   The Board may revoke the certification for cause.  In such case, a contractor whose application has been rejected or whose certificate has been suspended or revoked shall be given the benefit of reconsideration and appeal as follows. The aggrieved contractor may, within ten (10) days after receiving notification of such action, request reconsideration in writing.  The Board shall act upon a contractor's request within thirty (30) calendar days after the filing and shall notify the contractor of its action to adhere to, modify, or reverse its original action.
