PROCEDURES FOR PRESENTATION OF ARGUMENTS & PRESENTATION OF EVIDENCE AT BOARD HEARINGS

I.
Any person affected by a proposed rule who requests a hearing within the time prescribed by law shall have an opportunity to be present at the hearing, having been advised of the specific time and place, and to present arguments on issues of law or policy in writing or orally.

II.
At hearings in which fact questions are involved, parties shall have an opportunity to present such relevant evidence as they wish to bring to the attention of the person or persons presiding.

III.
In a presentation a representative of the college shall first give a brief summary of the problem to the Board of Trustees or appropriate committee.  A complainant or an initiator of a proposal shall then give arguments or reasons for said position.  The respondents shall then have an opportunity to speak for the same length of time as the complainant or initiator.  The length of time of presentation will be established by the board or committee at the outset of the hearing and will be reasonable depending upon the circumstances.
