MEMBERSHIPS IN PROFESSIONAL ORGANIZATIONS AND ASSOCIATIONS

I.
Institutional and individual membership fees for professional organizations and associations may be paid from college funds providing the organizations certify that their records are open for inspection by the public as required by 119.012 F.S. and provided such participation is in the best interest of the College.  Individual professional memberships may not be paid unless the institution or a department will receive the benefit of the membership if it is listed in an employee's name.  College funds cannot be used to pay memberships in organizations unless affidavits from the organizations are on file which state that their records are open for inspection by the public as required by 119.012 F.S.

Payroll deductions for individual memberships are not authorized except as provided in Board of Trustees Rule 6Hx23-5.11.
