Attendance:
Attendance will be taken every day.  Only a documented absence (medical excuse or a documented family emergency, etc.) will be considered as an excused absence.  You may earn 5 bonus points by having no unexcused absences, and 3 points for only one unexcused absence.  In accordance with school policy, students who have not attended class during the first 2 weeks of class may be administratively withdrawn.  At the 60% point of the semester, if a student is not considered to have been actively participating, that student may also be administratively withdrawn, but it will be a WF.  If you miss class 3 times in a row without contacting the instructor, you will be considered "not actively participating", and therefore may be withdrawn with a WF.
Tardiness:  Tardiness is not acceptable.  Not only do you miss part of the class, but by arriving late (or leaving early) you interrupt the rest of the students and the instructor.  For this reason you will lose one point for each unexcused tardy and for each unexcused time you leave early. 
Required Materials:  My Math Lab is required.  The physical textbook (Intermediate Algebra, Tobey & Slater, 7th ed.) is optional because you will have the e-book through MML. A notebook, graph paper, pencil and a basic  calculator are also required (cell phone calculators and graphing calculators will not be allowed on tests or quizzes.)
Homework:  The amount of time and effort you put into your homework has a direct bearing on your success in mathematics.   After each lesson is presented in class, you should read the corresponding section(s) in your book and review your notes before attempting the actual homework problems.  The homework is in 2 parts:  1) Textbook problems which are listed in the content tab of My Courses, and 2) MML assignments.  Time permitting, questions on the textbook homework will be answered at the beginning of each class.  If your have more questions than class time will allow you will need to seek help in other ways, such as utilizing my office hours or the tutor lab located in TE 200.  The textbook homework will not be collected or graded.  It is your chance to practice and learn the material.  The MML assignments will count as 15% of your total grade.

Quizzes:  Frequent quizzes will be given in class.  Each quiz will be worth 5 points.  Your lowest quiz score will be dropped.  There will be no make-up quizzes.
Tests:  5 major tests will be given. The tests will count for 100 points each.  No make-ups will be given except for excused absences.  The date, time and place of the make-up must be discussed with the instructor prior to taking the test.  The lowest test score will be replaced by the final exam score.
Final Exam:  A cumulative final exam will be given during exam week.  It will be a multiple-choice format.   No one will be exempt from the final.  Every student must take the final to pass the course.  There will be no make-ups.
