Attendance:
Attendance will be taken every day.  Only a documented medical excuse or a documented family emergency will be considered as an excused absence.  You may earn 5 bonus points by having no unexcused absences, and 3 points for only one unexcused absence.  In accordance with school policy, students who have not attended class during the first 2 weeks of class may be administratively withdrawn.  At the 60% point of the semester, if a student is not considered to have been actively participating, that student may also be administratively withdrawn, but it will be a WF.

Tardiness:  Tardiness is not acceptable.  Not only do you miss part of the class, but by arriving late (or leaving early) you interrupt the rest of the students and the instructor.  For this reason you will lose one point for each unexcused tardy and for each unexcused time you leave early.  
Required Materials:  Textbook (Calculus, Larson and Edwards, 10th ed.), Notebook, Pen or Pencil, Calculator, TI 83 or TI 84 recommended.  The following calculators are not allowed on quizzes or tests:  TI 89, TI 92, Voyage, and cell phone calculators.  The N-Spire may be used only with the TI 84 plate.
Homework:  Since math is a skill that needs to be practiced, expect to have homework every day.   Time permitting, questions on the homework will be answered at the beginning of each class either by the instructor or by student volunteers.  Board problems will be used to decide borderline grades.  Plan to spend at least 2 hours outside of class for every hour inside of class.  Although homework is not collected or graded, it is required.  The test questions will be based on the homework.
Tests:  5 major tests will be given. The tests will count for 100 points each.  No make-ups will be given except for excused absences.  The date, time and place of the make-up must be discussed with the instructor prior to taking the test. The final exam will be used to replace your lowest test score. 
Final Exam:  The final exam is cumulative.  Students having an A average will be exempt from the final.  All other students must take the final exam to pass the course.
