COURSE INFORMATION:
Course Description:Major topics include: functions and functional notation; domains and ranges of functions; graphs of functions and relations; operations on functions; inverse functions; linear, quadratic and rational functions; absolute value and radical functions; exponential and logarithmic properties, functions and equations; systems of equations and inequalities; applications such as curve fitting, modeling, optimization, exponential and logarithmic growth and decay. 
Course Objectives: The student will demonstrate; (1) knowledge of fundamental concepts of algebra when determining characteristics and properties of relations and functions and performing processes, (2) the ability to solve and graph a variety of equations and inequalities, relations and functions, and (3) understanding of the concepts of this course particularly those which will be pertinent in calculus.
Prerequisites: MAT 1033 or satisfactory score on placement test.
REQUIRED TEXTBOOK, CALCULATORS & OTHER RESOURCE INFORMATION: 

Required Text:  Blitzer, College Algebra Essentials, 4e & MyMathLab.  OR: Just MML, but you must have access to the e-book.

Your lowest test score will be replaced with your final exam score.  There will no make-up quizzes, but the lowest quiz grade will be dropped.
