Attendance:
Attendance will be taken every day.  Only a documented medical excuse or a documented family emergency will be considered as an excused absence.  Attendance and participation will be considered in deciding borderline grades.  You may earn 5 bonus points by having no unexcused absences, and 3 points for only one unexcused absence.  In accordance with school policy, students who have not attended class during the first 2 weeks of class may be administratively withdrawn.  At the 60% point of the semester, if a student is not considered to have been actively participating, that student may also be administratively withdrawn, but it will be a WF.

Homework:  See the content tab in My Courses for your textbook homework assignments.  These will not be collected, but you must do these to succeed in this course. Questions on the homework will be answered at the beginning of each class by student volunteers as times allows.  These board problems will used to determine borderline grades.  Most of your questions will need to be addressed outside of class.  Plan to spend 2 to 3 hours outside of class for every hour inside of class.  
Tests:  3 major tests will be given. The tests will count for 100 points each.  No make-ups will be given except for excused absences.  The date of the make-up must be discussed with the instructor prior to taking the test.  The lowest test score will be replaced by the final exam score.

Quizzes:  Quizzes will be given through MML.  You will have 3 attempts on each quiz. The lowest will be dropped.
Final Exam:  A cumulative final exam will be given on July 22.  It will be a multiple-choice format.  All students must take the final exam to pass the course. There will be no make-ups.
