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PROCEDURE:  ADMISSIONS AND RECORDS:  CLASSIFICATION OF STUDENTS

PURPOSE AND INTENT:

To provide for classification of students according to the number of semester hours of credit they have earned and the number of semester hours being carried.

PROCEDURE:

The rules governing the classification of students are established by the President's Cabinet.  Credit student classification is as follows:

I.
By progress toward a degree:

A.
Students with fewer than 24 semester hours of credit toward a degree are classified as freshmen.

B.
Students with at least 24 hours and fewer than 64 hours of credit toward a degree are classified as sophomores.

C.
Students with more than 64 semester hours, or already possessing a degree, are unclassified.

II.
By student load:

A.
A student carrying 12 or more semester hours in a regular session, or 9 or more semester hours in the summer session, is classified as a full-time student.

B.
A student carrying 1-11 hours in a regular session, or 1-8 hours in the summer session, is classified as a part-time student.
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C.
For the purposes of reporting student classification to the Veterans Administration, Social Security Administration, and the other agencies which sub-classify part-time students, part-time students in a regular session are further classified as follows:

1.
9-11 hours - three-quarter time

2.
6-8 hours - half time

3.
1-5 hours - less than half-time

D.
Part-time classifications in a summer session are made according to the rules of the applicable agency.

III.
Hours carried in an audit status are not computed in either I or II above.
