PROCEDURE:  DIRECT SUPPORT ORGANIZATIONS

The St. Petersburg College Foundation, Inc., and the Institute for Strategic Policy Solutions, Inc. are certified as college direct-support organizations and are to operate in a manner consistent with the goals of St. Petersburg College and in the best interest of the state.

These organizations are authorized the use of college property, facilities, and personal services when the following conditions are met:

I.
They must provide equal employment opportunities to all persons regardless of race, color, ethnicity, religion, sex, age, national origin, marital status, pregnancy, sexual orientation, gender identity, genetic information, or disability.

II.
Each direct support organization shall submit annually, to the Board of Trustees, a copy of its Federal Internal Revenue Service Application for Recognition of Exemption form and its Federal Internal Revenue Service Return of Organization Exempt from Income Tax form (Form 990).

III.
Each direct support organization shall provide for an annual financial audit in accordance with rules adopted by the Auditor General pursuant to Section 11.45(8) and Chapter 10.700.  The annual audit report must be submitted to the Auditor General, the State Board of Education, and the Board of Trustees for review.

IV.
Each direct support organization shall certify in writing to the Board of Trustees each year, no later than September 30th for presentation at the October Board meeting that they are in compliance with 1004.70, Florida Statutes. 

V.
In accordance with 1004.70 Florida Statutes, the Board of Trustees must approve transactions or agreements between one direct support organization and another direct support organization.
VI.
Each direct support organization shall use College property, facilities, and personal services for public purposes consistent with the mission, vision, and values of the College.

VII.
Each direct support organization shall submit a copy of its proposed budget to the Board of Trustees on an annual basis, or on a schedule set forth by the Board of Trustees.

The President's office shall maintain a tickler file for notifying the St. Petersburg College Foundation, Inc., and the Institute for Strategic Policy Solutions, Inc. of their responsibilities under this Procedure.


In April, the President shall notify, in writing, the executive officers of these organizations, respectively.


Each direct support organization shall submit:

· Audited Financial Statement Report;
· Copy of the Federal Internal Revenue Service Return of Organization Exempt from Income Tax Form 990;
· A purpose statement memo to the Board of Trustees which will include the certification that the DSOs’ use of College property, facilities, and personal services were consistent with the mission, vision, and values of the College;
· Certification letter to the President that the direct support organization was in full compliance with the 1004.70 Florida Statutes; and
· Copies of its proposed annual budget, as may be requested.

The notices shall provide copies of 11.45, 1004.70, F.S., Chapter 10.700, Rules of the Auditor General, BOT Rule 6Hx23-1.33, and this Procedure.
