PROCEDURE: OUT-OF-DISTRICT COURSE APPROVAL

State Board of Education Rule 6A-14.06 requires that the State Board of Community Colleges approve all courses which are offered outside of a community college's district.  Requests for State Board of Community College approval must be approved by the Board of Trustees. The president is authorized to submit a request to the State Board of Community Colleges so long as the course offering is confirmed by the Board of Trustees prior to the beginning of the course.

Instruction provided by St. Petersburg College outside its own district requires prior approval by the State Board of Community Colleges (6A-14.06 FAC).

Application procedure:

I.
Complete appropriate form:

A.
Form OD-1, Request to Offer a Program or Course Out-of-State,

B.
Form OD-2, Request to Offer a Program or Course Out-of-District but In-State, or

C.
Form OD-3, Request to Renew an Out-of-District Instructional approval.

The form is to be submitted to the college attorney's office.

II.
Approval by the provost of the campus involved.

III.
Approval by the president of the college in the district in which the course is to be conducted (to be obtained by the provost).

IV.
Approval by the Board of Trustees of St. Petersburg College (memorandum to be prepared by the provost).

V.
Approval by the Program Planning Committee of the State Board of Community Colleges and the full State Board of Community Colleges.
