PROCEDURE:  UNIFORMS

I.
Assisting students in the development of a professional attitude is paramount in the educational process.  To this end, many degree programs have instituted the requirement of clinical uniforms that demonstrate professional attire.

II.
In order to establish a professional attitude towards learning and training in a student’s chosen profession, and as a reflection of professionalism, a program may establish a policy requiring students to wear a designated uniform during the time they are on campus.  Such a requirement will be subject to the approval of the senior vice president of Academic and Student Affairs, in advance of implementation.

III.
A violation of the uniform requirement may result in a student being dismissed from the campus until such time as the required uniform is worn.  During such dismissal, all applicable absence policies shall be in place.
