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PROCEDURE:  ARTICULATION:  HIGH SCHOOLS AND COLLEGES

PURPOSE AND INTENT:

To provide for close contact with high school or college administrators, counselors, faculty, and students - especially in the College service area - who need information or services from St. Petersburg College, and to maintain good relations with all other academic institutions.

PROCEDURE:

Staff at St. Petersburg College may indirectly and unofficially communicate with other academic staff from other colleges; as such, they are ambassadors of St. Petersburg College.  Formally, however, there are three offices at St. Petersburg College charged with articulating information and services:

I.
Program directors, faculty and counseling are often assigned to meet with prospective St. Petersburg College students to inform them of the offerings and requirements of the College.

II.
The Office of Educational and Student Services generates major articulation conferences and keeps up to date such major articulation documents as the student handbook and similar College publications.  This Office also keeps the College catalog up to date and publishes the College catalog.  The Office of Enrollment Management, under the vice president of Educational and Student Services, works with the Office of Institutional Advancement to regularly circulate information throughout high schools and colleges in the College service area.

III.
The Office of Institutional Advancement works with the Office of Enrollment Management under the vice president of Educational and Student Services to regularly circulate information throughout high schools and colleges in the College service area.  This Office is also charged with publishing the handbooks and schedule booklets.
