BOARD OF TRUSTEES

I.
The general duties and powers of the Board of Trustees are those prescribed in 1001.64, F.S. The Board of Trustees and the President shall extend to each other the fullest cooperation and recognition of the responsibilities which evolve upon the Board as a rule-making body and upon the President as the chief executive.

II.
The Board hereby establishes the position of Trustee Emeritus.  Individuals who have served as trustees of St. Petersburg College shall become Trustees Emeritus upon leaving the Board.

III.
The members of the Board of Trustees of St. Petersburg College may only be dismissed by the Governor for cause and by due process.  Florida law provides for dismissal and the process for dismissal for malfeasance, misfeasance, neglect of duty, drunkenness, incompetence, permanent inability to perform official duties, commission of a felony or failure to attend three consecutive meetings in a fiscal year.
