COURSE INFORMATION:
Course Description: Measures of central tendency, variation and relative standing; exploratory data analysis; frequency distributions; fundamentals of probability and its distributions, binomial distribution, normal distribution; estimates of 
population mean, proportion and sample sizes; basics of hypothesis testing and inferences regarding one-sample means and proportions; the student t-distribution, the Chi-square distribution, estimation using confidence intervals; correlation and 
linear regression.

Course Objectives: The student will be able to demonstrate: (1) knowledge of the fundamental concepts of statistics, probability and distributions such as binomial and normal (2) ability to apply the statistical techniques to perform hypotheses tests on means and proportions based on a single sample, and (3) ability to apply concepts of this course to calculate confidence intervals, correlation and linear regression equations.

PREREQUISITES: Appropriate score on the SPC mathematics placement test or MAC 1105 with a minimum grade of C or MGF 1106 with a minimum grade of C or MAT 1033 with a minimum grade of C or MAT 1100 with a minimum grade of C.
